The RW300 features double breaking main contacts with 
silver alloy tips which are weld resistant, hard wearing 
and have excellent conductivity. Silver plating on the main 
contacts is optional for the RW300. The RW300 is a 
compact contactor which can be busbar mounted 
vertically or horizontally, if mounted vertically the coil 
should be at the bottom. If the coil is required at the 
top, we can adjust the contactor to compensate for this.
